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Physicals 
2025 Physical Requirements  

Long story short, V&H physicals will remain in place as previous years, anyone 60 years of age or 

older is required to get a physical every 2 years.  

• Approved physical paperwork must be presented at each event if the rule applies to you 

• For more information, the rule may be found in the Vintage & Historic Bylaws on the 

APBA website under the Resources tab 

• A copy of the APBA physical form is attached and can be located on the Southern

Rule Changes 
Boat Numbers  

Trailers are required to have boat numbers on both sides. Please watch for the release of the 2025 

V&H Bylaws for details of the rule requirement.  

 

Eye Protection  

Eye protection will be enforced at all 2025 events. Drivers must wear a face shield or goggles vs. 

just sunglasses. OSHA approved sunglasses with the back strap may be worn; regular sunglasses 

may only be worn under the face shield. 

 

Boat Slings  

Sling certification will be enforced this year for crane launch events.  

• Slings must be recertified every 5 years  

• Participants must have the receipt or certification sewn into the sling
